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Solid Waste Collection: 
 
Garbage collection is provided twice per week on Tuesdays and Fridays throughout the entire Township.  
ALL RECYCLABLE MATERIAL must be removed from garbage prior to collection. Garbage collection 
will not occur on New Year's Day, or Christmas Day but will occur on the day after the holiday.  All garbage 
shall be placed in a suitable watertight container within five feet of the street in front of your premises.  
Residents may place out for collection up to two thirty-gallon containers (or their equivalent) for each 
collection day. Containers must be placed out prior to 6:00 A.M. on the day of collection and removed no 
later than 6:00 P.M. on the same day. Collection times on any given day may change without notice. 
 
Occasionally, collection is delayed due to equipment malfunction and/or inclement weather.  During these 
times we ask for your patience until the conditions improve or the problems are corrected. 
 
LARGE HOUSEHOLD ITEMS such as CARPETING, FURNITURE, METAL APPLIANCES , 
and other oversized household articles can be placed at curbside with your regular garbage on any 
regular garbage collection day.  Carpeting must be tied in bundles not to exceed four feet in length. 
Refrigerators must have doors and shelving removed and those items will be collected with regular garbage.  
The refrigerator will be a special pick-up and may take one to two weeks for collection. (Please leave 
curbside until collected) Since metal appliances are mandated and canõt be collected with garbage, air 
conditioners and refrigerators will have a separate pick- up. 

 
NOTE: Residents who do not separate recyclables from their household garbage may 
experience disruption of service. 
 
Building Material (such as fences, plumbing fixtures, roof shingles, siding, wood debris, 
home renovations, plywood, sheetrock, etc.) and Automobile Parts are not collected as 
part of our solid waste or recycling programs. Residents who need to discard these types 
of materials must make private arrangements with their general contractor performing 
the home improvement or contact a solid waste hauler directly. 
 
Recycling Collection: 
 
The Township requires all residential owners to remove ALL RECYCLABLE MATERIAL from their solid 
waste and to be placed at curbside within five feet of the roadway and separate from your household 
garbage. All commingled material and paper recycling will be collected weekly.  Containers must be placed 
out prior to 6:00 A.M. on the day of collection and removed no later than 6:00 P.M. on the same day. 
Collection times on any given day may change without notice 
 
Commingled material including plastic bottles, aluminum cans, metal cans, and glass containers will be 
collected on Tuesdays. All commingled recyclables shall be placed all together in an unlined garbage pail 
(not in plastic bags). 
 
Paper including newspaper, magazines, office paper, junk mail, cardboard, etc. will be collected on Fridays. 
All paper shall be placed in an unlined garbage pail (not in plastic or brown grocery bags).  There is no need 
to separate paper types from one another. 

 
TIRE COLLECTION: 
 
Township residents are reminded that regular garbage collection does not include tire pick up.  Residents are 
advised to return any used or old tire to their normal mechanic/garage in exchange for a nominal fee.  If 
alternative arrangements must be made, please contact the Morris County Municipal Utilities Authority at 
973-285-8394 to locate the nearest drop off location. 

 
 

 

                       ABCs of Plastics Recycling 
 
Some examples of acceptable plastics are those used for soda, water, juice, milk, shampoo and laundry detergent.  

 
Some examples of containers that are acceptable are margarine and yogurt tubs, frozen dinner trays, clamshell-
style containers used for blueberries or strawberries or for salads at salad bars.  Also, do not recycle any empty 
bottles that contained hazardous materials (see below). 
  

Of note: Some grocery stores or town recycling centers collect plastic bags for recycling separately from other 
bottles and cans.  Plastic bags are acceptable in these locations as advertised, but they are NOT ACCEPTABLE in 
our recycling program.   
Please do not put your recyclables in plastic bags. 

 

Hazardous Waste 
Household Hazardous Waste Days are scheduled by the County of Morris.                

To get local scheduled hazardous waste drop off points, call the MUA at 973-829-8006  
or log onto www.mcmua.com. They also have a year round facility, which drop offs can           

be made by appointment only. 

Acceptable Materials at HHW Programs 
There are no maximum amounts of Household Hazardous Waste that Morris County residents must abide by per visit (except for 
not more than 55 gallons of used motor oil), but materials will not be accepted in containers larger than 5 gallons in size. All 
materials must be in clearly marked containers with the contents identifiable. 

Common examples of acceptable materials include: 
Liquid oil-based paints and varnishes, stains, lacquers, paint thinners, aerosol cans, automotive cleaning products, automotive 
fluids such as oil, antifreeze, etc., gasoline (which must be transported in a certified gas can), kerosene, automobile and 
household batteries, pesticides, herbicides, fertilizers, driveway sealant and roofing tar containing coal tar or petroleum distillates, 
pool chemicals, adhesives, caulks, solvents, photography chemicals, pool chemicals, muriatic acid, caustic cleaning materials, 
thermometers containing mercury, thermostats containing mercury, fluorescent light bulbs, ballasts, small quantities of asbestos 
(under 100 lbs., wet down, double-bagged and sealed with duct tape), fire extinguishers, camping stove-sized propane cylinders, 
BBQ-sized propane cylinders ($5/cyl. charge), computers, printers, televisions, fax machines, and scanners. 

Unacceptable Materials at HHW Programs 
The HHW programs do not accept any materials in containers larger than 5 gallons in size. We also do not accept dried, hard, 
solid or empty paint cans as part of the HHW program, but they are accepted for disposal at the transfer stations with your other 
non-hazardous solid waste. Residents should remove the lids from these cans and both should be disposed of separately with 
their household garbage (or check your local recycling rules to see if empty paint cans can be placed outside with your recyclable 
materials). 
Do not bring latex or water-based products! Latex paint can be safely disposed of with the garbage when it is dried out. You can 
dry out latex paint cans by stirring absorbent material, such as cat litter or newspaper, into the paint, and leaving the open paint 
cans outside for a few days with the lids off. If you have full cans of latex paint, see if you can find someone who can use the paint 
or donate it to a non-profit organization. If you cannot find an outlet for your full cans of latex paint, pour part of the paint into a 
heavy duty garbage bag that is lined with absorbent material, such as cat litter, leaving part of the paint in the can and adding 
more absorbent to the can. Leave both the bag and the can outside for a few days, and when they are hardened they can both be 
disposed of in the garbage. If you should bring latex paint to the Morris County Household Hazardous Waste Facility, you will be 
assessed a $1.25 per pound hazardous waste handling fee for all latex products, including grout, spackle, joint compound, and 
water-based paint. 
Tires; smoke detectors, medical waste, including pharmaceuticals, syringes and  needles; construction materials such as wood, 
treated lumber, asphalt, or concrete; any appliances such as washers, dryers, freon-containing appliances such as refrigerators, 
freezers, air conditioners, humidifiers. 

 

Before putting the BOTTLE  into the recycling bin:  A) Remove the cap and put it into the trash;  

B) Rinse the BOTTLE, and;  C) If possible, flatten it.

Vegetative Waste: 
 
All grass, leaves, and brush will be collected at curbside every Monday from April 1 through December 31 of each 
year. Please be reminded that collection will NOT occur on Memorial Day or Labor Day but will occur the 
following day. Christmas trees will be collected twice in January at times to be announced.  Material MUST be 
prepared and placed at curbside in the following manner or it will not be collected. 

  
Place all material in either unlined garbage pails or in BIODEGRADABLE paper bags, NOT TO 
EXCEED 40 POUNDS IN WEIGHT .  Plastic bags (even those labeled "biodegradable") are not 
acceptable. 

 
Brush (no larger than four inches in diameter) may also be bundled and tied not to exceed 
four feet in length, forty pounds in weight, or two feet in diameter so as to be picked up 
and handled by one person. 

 
Note: Please DO NOT leave materials in uncovered receptacles during inclement weather. 
If added water weight makes your container more than 40 pounds, it will not be collected. 

 
Fall Leaves: 

 
The Township also collects leaves raked to the curb by the schedule as defined below.  Please have leaves raked 
prior to the first day scheduled.  It may be necessary to return to each section as leaves may continue to fall 
beyond the scheduled times.  Saturday and Sunday collections are sometimes included to take advantage of 
favorable weather conditions.    

 
Collection scheduling may be altered due to quantity of leaves, manpower, equipment malfunction, or 
inclement weather. Your patience and cooperation are requested during this program.  

 
Leaves raked into piles should be placed near the curb or the road.  LEAVES MUST NOT BE PLACED IN 
THE ROADWAY where they can block drainage or pose a safety hazard for vehicles and children.  Litter such as 
branches, glass, paper, etc. should not be raked within the leaves.  Such litter delays the pick up schedule and 
causes damage to equipment.

Definitions of Materials Mandated to be Source Separated and Recycled in  
Morris County, New Jersey 

Aluminum Cans - Cans made from aluminum that was manufactured to hold a serving of a beverage.  Specifically 
omitted from this definition are aluminum foil and aluminum pie plates.  

  
Glass Bottles and Jars - Bottles and jars made from glass including clear, brown and green glass.   A bottle is defined 

as a receptacle having a narrow neck and a mouth that can be corked or capped.  A jar is defined as a wide-
mouthed container that can be capped.  Caps and lids not included.  Specifically omitted from this definition are 
drinking glasses, windows, mirrors, light bulbs, and anything made of Pyrex® or ceramic. 

 
Plastic Bottles (coded 1 and 2) - Plastic bottles coded to indicate that they are comprised of the specific types of 

plastic compounds (polymers) known as polyethylene terephthalate (PETE) or high density polyethylene 
(HDPE).  See symbols to the left.  A bottle is defined as a receptacle having a narrow neck and a mouth that can 
be corked or capped.  Caps and lids not included.  Any item made of plastic that is not a bottle, and any plastic 
bottle without one of the symbols shown to the left is specifically omitted from this definition.  Empty bottles 
which contained hazardous materials, such as motor oil, antifreeze, etc. should not be recycled. 

   
Steel (Tin) Cans - An air-tight container for the distribution or storage of goods, composed of thin, usually ferrous, 

metal.  Examples are soup cans and tuna fish cans. 
 
Newspaper - A publication containing news, information and advertising, usually printed on low-cost paper called 

newsprint.  Newspaper may include glossy inserts which come with the paper, dependent upon the market 
conditions at the time. 

 
Corrugated Cardboard - Shipping containers made with kraft paper linerboard and corrugated medium. 
 
Mixed Paper - Various categories of recyclable paper including, but not limited to white and colored paper used in 

printers, photocopiers and fax machines, white and colored ledger paper, carbonless copy paper, construction 
paper, undeliverable mail, mailed promotional letters/advertisements/circulars, magazines, catalogues, enve-
lopes, soft cover books. 

 
Leaves - Vegetative material, typically generated in the autumn when they fall from trees and then are raked from 

residents' and/or commercial lawns. 
 
Grass Clippings - Vegetative material generated when grass (lawns) is cut. 
 
Brush - Branches, woody plants and other similar vegetative material. Leaves and grass do not constitute brush. 
 
Natural Wood Waste - Logs, stumps, branches and other wood tree parts.  Dimensional lumber is omitted from    

inclusion in this definition. 
 
Oil-Contaminated Soil - Non-hazardous soil that contains petroleum hydrocarbons (gasoline, diesel, kerosene, jet fuel, 

#4 & #6 heating oils and certain other refinery products including coal tar).  This type of soil shall be determined 
to be non-hazardous in accordance with the standards set forth in N.J.A.C. 7:26. 

 
Used Motor Oil - Motor oil from motor vehicles, lawn mowers, boats, etc., which has served its intended useful pur-

pose. 
 
Lead-Acid Batteries - Storage batteries in which the electrodes are grids of lead containing lead oxides that change in 

composition during charging and discharging, and the electrolyte is dilute sulfuric acid.  These include starting 
batteries such as car batteries that deliver a short burst of high power to start the engine.  In addition, they may 
include deep cell batteries found on boats or campers used to power accessories like trolling motors, winches or 
lights. 

 
Hazardous Dry Cell Batteries - Rechargeable batteries, such as nickel-cadmium, nickel-iron, nickel metal hydride, 

lithium ion, small sealed lead acid, etc.  These are often used as substitutes for non-rechargeable batteries in 
standard sizes such as AAA, AA, C, D and 9V.  Rechargeable batteries are commonly found in cordless tools, 
cellular and cordless phones, laptop computers, cameras, remote controls, toys, etc.  Also included in this defini-
tion are non-rechargeable batteries that are hazardous as defined by the Resource Conservation Recovery Act 
("RCRA"), regardless of the RCRA exclusion of household waste from the definition of hazardous waste pursu-
ant to 40 C.F.R. 261.4(b).  Non-rechargeable, hazardous batteries include older alkaline and carbon zinc batter-
ies as well as silver oxide, mercury and magnesium button-type batteries, etc.   It should be noted that domesti-
cally manufactured alkaline and carbon zinc non-rechargeable batteries made after circa 1994 eliminated mer-
cury content to the point that they should not be considered RCRA hazardous and therefore are not included in 
this material category. 

 
Metal Appliances - Appliances composed predominantly of metal, and may include stoves, washing machines and 

dryers, for example, if the appliance is predominantly metal.  Also included are air conditioners, refrigerators and 
dehumidifiers if they are predominantly metal.  If these appliances on the latter list contain refrigerants that are 
prohibited by the Clean Air Act from being knowingly vented, the refrigerant must be recovered accordingly. 

 
Whole Tires* - Tires that are whole, not chipped into small pieces.

The law requires anyone living or working in Morris County to keep the materials that are listed below separate from 
garbage to be recycled. These materials must remain separated from garbage until they reach an appropriate recycling 
facility. The recycling materials listed below must be kept separate from garbage whether at home, at work, or at play. 
If a location does not have separate receptacles for these mandated recyclable materials, speak to the management 
and tell them recycling is the  law.  These laws must be observed by residents, (single-family homes, multifamily 
complexes, hotels), office buildings, businesses, schools, restaurants, shopping centers, medical facilities, 
government buildings, recreational areas, and construction sites.
